We are pleased to invite Cubs and their Parents to another Parent/Son Camporee at Camp Raven Knob.  This event is opened to all Registered Cub Scouts and their parent(s).  THIS IS NOT FAMILY CAMPING.  Last year saw another year of record breaking attendance with over 2000 attendees.   Our goal is to provide a fun safe weekend where Cubs and their parents can enjoy Camp Raven Knob and experience an afternoon of events, a campfire, and camping with their units.  We hope you and your Cub Scouts are planning to attend.

Units may elect to come to camp and stay an additional night.  Check-in will be from 5:00 to 8:00 on Friday afternoon at the Administration Building.  No meals will be provided!  Units must make arrangements for Friday’s supper, and Saturday’s breakfast and lunch.  There will also be a few selected activities available from 9:00 a.m. until noon on Saturday morning.  Full activities will begin following the official opening of camp at 1:00 pm on Saturday, so plan accordingly.  

Registration paperwork will only require that you provide the number of youth, adult, and parents that will attend the event.  HOWEVER, we will require that you submit the roster enclosed with this packet at the time of registration.  You should keep a copy of this information for your records.

Your unit should plan for everyone to eat in the campsite or in the dining hall for Saturday’s supper and Sunday’s breakfast.  We will assign campsites based on your unit’s needs (those eating in the campsite will be located further out than those eating in the dining hall.)  

 Deadlines must be strictly adhered to.  Registration paperwork and fees must be in the council office by the due date!  You may fax the information to the council office or drop it by.  If you elect to mail the registration, it must arrive in the council office by the due date for your unit’s weekend.   Registration paperwork that is received without payment will be considered late and will be assessed a fee of $5.00 per participant.  Please help us by adhering to these deadlines since it impacts campsite assignments, meal planning, and t-shirt orders.

Any changes in registration on the day of the event must be within 10% of the numbers registered by the deadline.  A late fee will be assessed for extra Cubs and parents brought to camp.  Refunds will be based on emergency situations such as illness or death in family.  Weather conditions, athletic competitions, or failure to appear will not be considered as cause for refund.  It is the responsibility of the Cubmaster to inform his/her unit of these policies.

It is your responsibility to make sure that all members of your units follow the rules and policies of the camporee.  Hopefully this information will make it clear to your parents what is to be expected.

PLEASE CAREFULLY READ ALL INFORMATION.
Packs must provide at least two registered Adult Leaders for each Pack. Den Chiefs should be included on your “additional persons in camp” registration form; however; they are not considered Adult Leaders and must not count toward the leader to scout ratio. In registering Cub Scouts, the Pack must follow the boy to adult ratio. The parents must abide by the same council rules and guidelines as if they were adult leaders. Parents are, for the purposes of this event only, considered leaders whether or not they are registered with the BSA. Therefore, any adult attending is serving as a leader for the weekend and must be approved by the Pack Leadership.

The Boy to Leader ratio is:

• One (1) Boy to one (1) parent for Tiger Cub Scouts (Only Parents/guardians with Tigers! No exceptions!)
• Three (3) Boys to one (1) Leader for Wolf and Bear Scouts

• Five (5) Boys to one (1) Leader for Webelos Scouts (Webelos 1 and 2)

FEES:

$22.00 per person. This fee covers two meals, a snack, a patch, t-shirt, insurance, program materials and any other applicable costs.

$12.00 per person. This is for units who decide to cook their own meals.  They will receive a ticket for a snack in addition to the patch, t-shirt, insurance, program materials and any other applicable costs.

MEALS:

For Friday through Saturday’s lunch, each unit is responsible for their own meals.  For the units paying the $22.00 per person registration fee, the subsequent meals will be prepared in the Dining Hall.  These meals will consist of Saturday Supper and Sunday Breakfast.  

REGISTRATION:

Must be by Pack Unit!  The Parent/Son Campout is a PACK event. Individual scouts and parents should contact their Pack in order to register for this event. Each Pack should designate one adult leader to handle all details for the entire Pack for all event registration processes. This will greatly increase the efficiency of registration, forms processing, program planning and camp check-in. All information will be communicated through the designated Pack person. Parents, leaders and scouts should not plan to bring their registration monies or any forms to the office, individually, as it will only cause confusion and possibly serious delays.

PRE-REGISTRATION/PRE-PAYMENT IS REQUIRED

Pack Registrations will not be accepted at check-in!
PAYMENT AND LATE REGISTRATION DETAILS

LATE REGISTRATION:

Anyone who plans to come after your Pack has sent in the paperwork and the deadline has past is considered a late registrant. Any Pack or individual scout, leader or parent registering late will be assessed the late fee of $5.00 ($27.00 with meals; $17.00 without meals) even if an overall Pack registration was sent in. We realize that School Night recruitment may impact your numbers.  Please contact event contacts if your numbers change by more than 10%!  Parent/Son fees are non-refundable, unless authorized. Poor weather, outside athletic competitions or other such excuses will not constitute a reason for a refund. Advance planning is required for this program to assure adequate staffing, program supplies and food. Please understand our position and explain this to parents and leaders.

PAYMENT:

Payment or an arrangement must be attached or enclosed with the registration form in order for it to be date stamped as RECEIVED, even if the Pack is utilizing its Pack account at the Council office or using Fax services. The Fax number is 336-760-4222. You should call 336-760-2900 to confirm that the FAX was received. 

CHECK-IN AT CAMP ON FRIDAY or SATURDAY:

It is important that your entire Pack arrives between 5:00 PM AND 8:00 PM on Friday or between 10:00 AM and 12:00 Noon on Saturday. Packs should go directly to the designated campsite upon arrival at camp. The designated Pack Representative should take the registration information to the Administration Building before 8:00 pm Friday or before 12:00 Noon on Saturday where our staff will process the Pack check-in.  You should encourage the Pack to travel as a group, with car-pooling emphasized due to extremely limited parking.

TENTAGE AND CAMPSITES:

Campsites will be assigned prior to camp after all registrations have been received by the respective deadline.  Sites are assigned based on the size of your pack. Requests for a specific campsite are not taken.  The designated Pack Represent-ative will receive a telephone call, email message or a card in the mail showing a registration confirmation and a campsite designation. It is up to that person to communicate to the entire Pack the location of the site and the planned details for the trip.  All packs to this event must be prepared to bring your own tents. Unlike Resident Camp, we do not provide any tents for this event. Most sites have a picnic shelter and bathroom facilities in or near the site. A priority will be placed on all newly formed Packs that need the help of our sheltered Adirondack sites. A new Pack should contact Keith Bobbitt at the Scout office if tentage will be a problem.

PARKING, CARPOOLING AND HANDICAPPED DETAILS:

· Carpool/ Van/ Bus: Because of the size of this event, carpooling is highly recommended to help us protect the beauty and serenity of Camp Raven Knob. Packs that can borrow vans, busses and/or other large transit services are encouraged to do so. Church vans, Scout busses and other large vehicles will be provided parking at the camp and will be allowed to drive to the site and unload gear.
· Parking: There will be designated parking lots available throughout camp that each Pack should use as the volume of vehicles will be extremely high. Excessive vehicles parked at the campsites block roadways and may create a hazard in case of emergencies. We encourage using trucks or trailers that will carry large loads of gear.
· Handicapped: If you need assistance with mobility at camp, it is strongly encouraged that you prepare for this ahead of time. The designated leader must obtain a Camp Raven Knob parking pass in order for a vehicle to be allowed to drive from location to location while in camp. The handicapped vehicle system at this camp is designed for transporting only the handicapped person. We do have handicapped equipped campsites that accommodate special needs. The Pack Representative needs to request a handicapped site when they send in the registration information.

PARENT/SON REFUND POLICY:

REFUNDS ARE NOT ALLOWED FOR:

· Bad weather (i.e. rain, cold, windy.) The Directors will determine if weather will present conditions that are detrimental to the health and safety of campers.

· Last minute cancellations, (i.e. after the deadline)

· No shows, lost in travel, or parental issues

SEVERE WEATHER REFUNDS: In case of severe weather (bad storms, tornado, hurricane, or flooding) the entire camporee may be cancelled. In severe weather cases, an amount will be retained to cover costs (i.e. food, program materials, patches etc.).

PARTIAL REFUNDS: Given in cases where the Parent/Son Director approves. An amount will be retained to cover camporee costs already expended.

FULL REFUNDS: Given only for death in family, accident or extreme illness.

SETTLEMENT OF FEES: We will make every effort to work with any Pack that has massive changes between numbers of people that registered for camp and the numbers actually in attendance. The Parent/Son Event Planners will carefully review the circumstances, and if warranted, a partial refund may be made. Any fees refunded will be credited directly to the Unit Account at the Old Hickory Council Office. Checks will not be issued to individual families or Units. Cash will neither be refunded on site, nor from the Council office.  Absolutely no exceptions!
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Participant Information
This information is provided for parents to know a little more about the campout - especially if you and your Cub Scout are a first-timer.  We hope you will have a great time!

PROGRAM EVENTS:

Events, planned around the theme, will take place in the camp program areas on Saturday afternoon. Hiking opportunities are usually included as part of the activities. A visit to the Museum should be on everyone’s agenda. Our Trading Post will be open during camp for those that have forgotten needed items or wish to purchase scout memorabilia.  There will be a worship service Sunday morning.

FISHING:

As always, fishing is allowed at both our lakes. Our camp uses the catch and release program. We do ask that all fishermen plan for this fishing trip and provide their own tackle and live bait.  A limited amount will be available for sale in our Trading Post. Again we ask that you catch, take a picture and release. Please don’t kill the fish!   Bring your camera for that “BIG ONE” that didn’t get away!

IMPORTANT RULES AT CAMP RAVEN KNOB:
· NO ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES ARE ALLOWED.
· NO RIFLES, OR OTHER FIREARMS, AMMUNITION OR BOWS ALLOWED IN CAMP.
· We recommend that radios, CD players, electronic games and other electronic devices be left at home. The Parent/Son Campout is an outdoor experience and these items are not appropriate for this.
· PLEASE DO NOT SMOKE IN THE PRESENCE OF SCOUTS. If you must smoke, please go to an isolated area. Please remember to field strip cigarettes and place butts in the trash.
· NO PETS IN CAMP / NO EXCEPTIONS. The person responsible for bringing the pet will be asked to leave camp.
· DRIVING IN CAMP IS STRICTLY PROHIBITED except by those specifically designated vehicles for physically impaired persons, Parent/Son Staff and Camp Raven Knob Staff. All vehicles must be clearly marked. Only the impaired person should use the vehicle. It is not to be a “busing service”. Violators will be asked to leave the camp.
· PARK ONLY IN DESIGNATED PARKING AREAS.
· CLOSED TOE AND HEEL SHOES should be worn for the participant’s own safety.
· NO FISHING IN FRONT OF OR BEHIND FENCES IN WATERFRONT AREA.
· NO RUNNING IN CAMP.
· DO NOT THROW ANY STICKS OR STONES.
· NO HIKING ON THE KNOB AFTER 7:00 PM!  Plan accordingly as the trail will be closed to hikers at this time.  RAVEN KNOB trails are very dangerous, especially for young and/or inexperienced hikers!
ACTUAL COSTS: This event must cover the costs of the weekend. Food costs, program materials costs, insurance coverage, utilities costs, staffing costs, patches, recognition costs, etc., are determined months ahead of time. 
A fee that has been paid for a participant, who cannot be at this event, may only be transferred to another participant for this event. The money cannot be refunded to the Pack account as that person has already been accounted for in the costs for the event. The participant is entitled to a patch.
